A New Year is upon us, as well as a time for new beginnings. As 
we read through the Bible again this year, I would encourage you 
to find someone to read with. When we read together we can 
grow together and see things coming out of scripture that we 
wouldn’t find by ourselves.
As Revelation ends and Genesis begins, there are several 
mentions to “marks” being placed on people. Revelation tells us 
that those who follow the beast are marked with his number; 
basically showing a lack of faith in God and His provision. 
Opposed to this mark is the Seal of God that is also placed on 
foreheads, but on the foreheads of God’s elect. These are the 
people who believe in Jesus as their salvation.
In Genesis we see God mark Cain after Cain kills his brother 
Able. Cain fears for his life and God marks him to protect him from 
someone else killing him. God states that whoever kills Cain will 
be dealt out sevenfold vengeance. Although the mark on Cain 
was a preventative measure, it was a symbol of the sin that he 
had committed.
Being marked in the Bible is a sign of some kind of protection. 
Cain didn’t want to come back to God, he only wanted to be safe 
from what he had done. Those with the mark of the beast are 
allowed to buy and sell, thus being able to be clothed and fed, but 
they don’t want to come to God for His provision. Only the Seal of 
God, although it does not grant earthly security, guarantees our 
eternal security and access to God.
