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The Bible Recap

Shema Yisrael Adonai Eloheinu Adonoi Echad.”

(Hear O Israel, the LORD our God, the LORD is one.)
Deuteronomy 6:4

The Shema, an ancient Hebrew prayer, is found
toward the beginning of Deuteronomy. Twice daily,
this prayer is still recited by religious Jews.

As the Israelites were about to enter the Promised
Land, Moses reminds the Israelites of where they’'ve
been and the laws God has given them as a nation to
be set apart. The Shema itself is a constant reminder
to the Israelites that they only serve one God and
gives them instruction to pass those words on to
future generations. They were instructed to keep the
words of the law on their hands, foreheads, and
doorframes and to discuss them as they went out and
as they came in.

What would it look like for us today to keep God'’s
word so close at hand and ever present in front of
us? What would it sound like to have the Bible
brought up in our everyday conversations? How can
we make that shift as a church?
