Bible Recap:     

Ecclesiastes 1:2 “Meaningless! Meaningless!” 
Says the Teacher, “Uerly meaningless! 
Everything is meaningless!”

Welcome to the book of Ecclesiastes! The theme 
running throughout the book is the 
meaninglessness of human existence. Whether 
it’s wisdom or folly, pleasures or toil, riches or 
lack thereof, everything is meaningless in the 
reality of death that is sure to take everyone of 
us. The author of the book, the Teacher (most 
likely Solomon), does extensive research about 
the purpose of life. While he does come up with 
some things being beer than others, ultimately 
he declares it all to be meaningless. It is beer to 
have wisdom than folly. It is beer to have 
friends than not. Through all of it he concludes 
this: “Fear God and keep His commandments, for 
this is the whole duty of man. For God will bring 
every deed into judgement, including every 
hidden thing, whether it is good or evil.” 
-Ecclesiastes 12:13-14. We have knowledge that 
Solomon lacked. Through Jesus we have the 
hope of eternal salvation and that is what gives 
meaning to our lives.
